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A fter Congo Brazzaville, 
the DRC, Kenya and 

Uganda in January 2007, the 
IOC President on his second 
trip to Africa is visiting four 
countries in Southern Africa: 
South Africa, Lesotho, 
Namibia and Zambia.  He is 
accompanied on this tour by 
the President of ANOCA, 

General Lassana Palenfo 
and of course by Mr T.A.G. 
Sithole, IOC Director of 
International Cooperation and 
Development. 

 While in Zambia, the IOC 
President offered a vehicle to 
the National Olympic 
Committee of Zambia; in 
Windhoek, the capital of 

Namibia, Dr. Jacques Rogge 
announced a donation of 
350,000 Namibian dollars (US 
$ 50,000) to the Namibian 
Olympic Committee. The 
same amount was promised 
to the National Olympic 
Committee of Lesotho which 
he next visited. After having 
officially commissioned the 

Olympafrica youths Centre, 

Mr. Rogge also promised to 
donate the same amount in 
favour of the development of 
youths in this country. 
 
 Asked whether the IOC 
is seeking to help African 
Countries to host the Olympic 
Games in the future, Mr. 

Rogge said that he would be 
happy if that could happen, 
Nampa reported.
